HOW IT WORKS
GENERAL

•	 Start dates are flexible, depending on classroom availability.

•	 The standard program is approximately 30 hours per week.

•	 English classes run from 9:00 am – 12:00 pm Monday to Friday, with Socio-Cultural 
Activities from approximately 1:00 pm – 4:00 pm.

•	 The CELA program includes interactive workshops.

•	 Classes take place at either Lansdowne or Interurban campus with summer programs 
generally being offered at Lansdowne campus.

•	 We require a minimum of 15 students per group, up to a maximum of 20.  We will accept 
multiple groups from the same institution provided each group meets the minimum 
number of participants.

ARRIVAL AND DEPARTURE 
All groups must arrive one day before and leave Canada one day after the scheduled 
program dates. Homestay placements are based on the scheduled program dates. If you 
choose to arrive or depart outside of these days, you are responsible for arranging your 
own accommodation.

LEGAL GUARDIAN
If you are between the ages of 16-18, you are welcome to join our programs; however, 
we require that you identify a guardian who will be in Victoria during the time you are 
studying. This could be your accompanying teacher, chaperone, or family member.
